SUMMARY

receiving instruction in English and Japanese. As a result, teachers work collaboratively in teams of two
to ensure that students learn all required standards. A student’s exposure to each language is 50/50.

= Develop standards based lessons, units and assessments that focus on teaching the school
curriculum and assisting in language acquisition while differentiating as needed

= Keep accurate records including attendance reports, student grades, etc.

= Ensure classroom is maintained as a safe and secure environment

= Ensure the student safety at all times

= Notify administration for any concerns not limited to accident, health, discipline, academic, and
social issues. Document as required.

= Willingness to continue professional development and classroom management techniques to
increase student achievement

= Participate in staff meetings and professional development opportunities

= Develop a multi-cultural learning environment for all students that emphasizes a respect for
diversity

= Facilitate ongoing parent/guardian communications and conferences to discuss student progress
