ICAGeorgia’s school counselor, Ms. Armstrong, is here to support our students’ well-being and provide emotional, academic,
and social guidance. She works with students on skills such as friendships, problem-solving, goal setting, academic growth,
and planning for the future. Support may be offered in the classroom, in small groups, or one-on-one.
If at any time you would like to request that Ms. Armstrong see your child, please complete the Counseling Request Form.
Families also have the option to opt out of non-mandatory, one-on-one counseling sessions by completing the Opt-Out Form.
Please note that even if you opt out:

¢ The counselor will still meet with your child if there is a safety concern, crisis, suspected abuse/neglect, or when required

by law.

¢ Your child will still participate in state-required lessons or programs (such as bullying prevention or safety activities).

e Staff may still consult with the counselor in urgent situations to ensure your child’s safety and well-being.

ICAGEORGIA HEALTH GUIDELINES

Hello ICAGeorgia Parents,

With the new school year underway, we are already seeing an increase in illnesses. Please keep your child home if they
are not feeling well—illness can spread quickly in classrooms.

Return to School Requirements
e Vomiting/Diarrhea: Stay home until symptom-free for 24 hours without the use of medication.
e Antibiotics: Stay home for 24 hours after the first dose.
e Fever: Must be symptom-free and fever-free for 24 hours without the use of fever-reducing medication.

Medication at School
e A consent form must be completed in the office upon drop-off.
e Medication will be stored in the nurse’s office and may be picked up anytime before the last day of school.
e Medications are not allowed in a child’s backpack at any time.

COVID Update (CDC-Aligned)

e CDCrecommends COVID-19 vaccination for everyone 6 months and older.

¢ If your child is sick or tests positive: Keep them home until symptoms are improving and they’ve been fever-free for
24 hours without medication. Then, for the next 5 days, take extra precautions—wear a well-fitting mask around
others, improve airflow, maintain distance when possible, practice hand hygiene, and consider testing before being
around people at higher risk.
If your child was exposed (close contact) but isn’t sick: They do not need to stay home. Monitor for symptoms and
consider precautions such as masking around people at higher risk.

Reminder: Frequent and proper handwashing is the first defense against illness.
