ICAGEORGIA CAFETERIA PROCEDURES

Lunchtime is an important part of the school day where students can eat, relax, and connect
with friends. To support a positive environment for everyone, we have a structured routine that
includes a brief quiet period, followed by time to chat quietly at the table. You may hear your
child mention “silent lunch,” which refers to this short, intentional quiet time designed to give
students a chance to eat without distractions.

How it works:

Zone 1 Quiet Eating (First 10 minutes): Students enjoy a calm eating period without talking, helping everyone
have time to eat comfortably.

Zone 2 Quiet Conversation: After the quiet period, students may talk quietly with friends at their table while
continuing to enjoy their lunch.

Zone 3 Noise Pause (if needed): Occasionally, if the lunchroom becomes too noisy, we pause briefly for everyone
to reset before returning to normal conversation.

This structured approach is not a punishment, but a way to help students practice positive social skills, enjoy
their meals, and maintain a respectful environment for all. It also helps minimize disruptions to nearby
classrooms and the main office area.

We appreciate your support in reinforcing with your child that lunchtime is both a time to eat and a time to
practice good manners and consideration for others. Thank you for partnering with us to create a positive and
enjoyable lunch experience for every student!
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INTRODUCING “STRUCTURED DAY” — A RESTORATIVE ALTERNATIVE TO SUSPENSION

At ICAGeorgia, we believe that every student can learn and grow from their mistakes. To support
this, we have introduced Structured Day, a restorative practice designed to help students reflect
on their behavior while remaining engaged in learning.

What is Structured Day?: Structured Day allows students to continue their school day with added structure and
support. Students follow a modified schedule, work separately from peers, and meet with an administrator to
discuss their behavior and ways to improve.

Why We Use It: Structured Day is an alternative to suspension. It is not meant to be punitive, but to teach
valuable lessons about accountability and self-reflection. This practice helps students:

¢ Understand the impact of their behavior on others.

¢ Take responsibility for their actions.

e Learn strategies to make better choices.

The Accountability Project: Each student completes a short Accountability Project related to their behavior.
Projects are researched using kid-friendly sources and focus on understanding consequences in real life—for
example, how stealing could lead to legal trouble or how bullying can harm relationships. Students then present
what they’ve learned to those affected.

Our Goal: Structured Day helps students learn, reflect, and grow—without missing instructional time. It
reinforces ICAGeorgia’s commitment to creating a supportive environment where students can restore trust,
build character, and make positive choices.
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NUEVOS PROCEDIMIENTOS EN ICAGEORGIA

La hora del almuerzo es una parte importante del dia escolar, donde los estudiantes pueden
comer, relajarse y conectarse con sus amigos. Para fomentar un ambiente positivo para todos,
seguimos una rutina estructurada que incluye un breve periodo de silencio, seguido de un
tiempo para conversar tranquilamente en la mesa. Es posible que su hijo mencione el
“almuerzo silencioso”, que se refiere a este breve y deliberado momento de silencio, disefiado
para darles a los estudiantes la oportunidad de comer sin distracciones.

Cémo funciona:
Zona 1l - Comer en silencio (primeros 10 minutos):

Los estudiantes disfrutan de un periodo tranquilo para comer sin hablar, lo que permite que todos tengan
tiempo para comer comodamente.
Zona 2 - Conversacion tranquila:

Después del periodo de silencio, los estudiantes pueden conversar en voz baja con sus amigos en la mesa
mientras contindan disfrutando del almuerzo.
Zona 3 - Pausa por ruido (si es necesario):

En ocasiones, si el comedor se vuelve demasiado ruidoso, se hace una breve pausa para que todos puedan
tranquilizarse antes de retomar la conversacion normal.

Este enfoque estructurado no es un castigo, sino una forma de ayudar a los estudiantes a practicar habilidades
sociales, disfrutar sus comidas y mantener un ambiente respetuoso. También reduce interrupciones en aulas y
oficinas cercanas. Agradecemos su apoyo para reforzar en casa que el almuerzo es un momento para comer y
practicar buenos modales. jGracias por colaborar para lograr una experiencia positiva para todos los
estudiantes!

En ICAGeorgia, creemos que todos los estudiantes pueden aprender y crecer a partir de sus
errores. Para apoyar esta filosofia, hemos implementado el "Dia Estructurado", una estrategia
que permite a los estudiantes reflexionar sobre su comportamiento mientras contintian
participando activamente en el aprendizaje.

¢Qué es el Dia Estructurado?

Durante el Dia Estructurado, los estudiantes contindan su jornada escolar con apoyo adicional mientras trabajan en
un "Proyecto de Responsabilidad". Siguen un horario modificado, realizan actividades distintas a las de sus
compafieros y se redinen con un consejero o administrador para reflexionar sobre su comportamiento y cémo
mejorarlo.
Razén de su implementacion:

El Dia Estructurado es una alternativa a la suspension. No es un castigo, sino una oportunidad para aprender
lecciones importantes sobre la responsabilidad y la autorreflexion. Esta practica ayuda a los estudiantes a:

e Comprender como sus acciones afectan a los demas.

e Asumir la responsabilidad por su comportamiento.

¢ Desarrollar estrategias para tomar mejores decisiones.
Proyecto de Responsabilidad:

Cada estudiante completa un breve proyecto relacionado con su conducta, utilizando fuentes adecuadas para su
edad. El enfoque es entender las consecuencias reales de sus acciones, como que el robo puede tener
implicaciones legales o que el acoso dafia relaciones. Luego, presentan lo aprendido a las personas afectadas.
Meta de ICAGeorgia:

El Dia Estructurado permite a los estudiantes aprender, reflexionar y crecer sin perder tiempo de clase. En
ICAGeorgia, trabajamos para ofrecer un entorno en el que los estudiantes puedan restaurar la confianza, corregir
errores y avanzar de manera positiva.

ICAGEORGIA HEALTH GUIDELINES

Hello ICAGeorgia Parents,

With the new school year underway, we are already seeing an increase in illnesses. Please keep your child home if they
are not feeling well—illness can spread quickly in classrooms.

Return to School Requirements
e Vomiting/Diarrhea: Stay home until symptom-free for 24 hours without the use of medication.
e Antibiotics: Stay home for 24 hours after the first dose.
e Fever: Must be symptom-free and fever-free for 24 hours without the use of fever-reducing medication.

Medication at School
e A consent form must be completed in the office upon drop-off.
e Medication will be stored in the nurse’s office and may be picked up anytime before the last day of school.
e Medications are not allowed in a child’s backpack at any time.

COVID Update (CDC-Aligned)

e CDCrecommends COVID-19 vaccination for everyone 6 months and older.

¢ If your child is sick or tests positive: Keep them home until symptoms are improving and they’ve been fever-free for
24 hours without medication. Then, for the next 5 days, take extra precautions—wear a well-fitting mask around
others, improve airflow, maintain distance when possible, practice hand hygiene, and consider testing before being
around people at higher risk.
If your child was exposed (close contact) but isn’t sick: They do not need to stay home. Monitor for symptoms and
consider precautions such as masking around people at higher risk.

Reminder: Frequent and proper handwashing is the first defense against illness.
